The Adopt-A-Platoon program is an informal program administered by volunteers acting as catalyst to bring together our U. S. Army soldiers with civic groups, clubs, church groups, schools, companies, ANY kind of group who would like to show their support for our troops.  Anyone watching the news knows how much they need it.

Groups to Troops.

A platoon-sized element of the U.S. Army generally consists of 30 or so individual soldiers.  The idea is to rally folks at home to bolster and boost morale for our young people currently serving combat duty in Iraq.

The level of support provided to the deployed platoon can vary and is completely up to the sponsoring organization.  Anything that you can send them is more than they have now!

Examples of support are letters from members of your group,  notes or drawings from school children, Care Packages (consisting of snacks, newspapers from home, pens, writing paper, playing cards, etc.), videos (DVDs) of favorite shows/movies, and discounted meals or merchandise for family members remaining behind.

Sponsors may choose to build a habitual relationship with a platoon and provide ongoing support or they may wish to provide support only once.   We’ll connect individuals with platoons already adopted too.

This program has the complete support of the 1st Infantry Division  Rear Detachment Commander, Lt. Col. Chris Kolenda.  We work through contacts with the division to get platoon assignments to sponsor groups.  We’ll give you everything you need to get going.
